Help shape your neighborhood! The International Boulevard corridor is being revitalized, including the development of new public transit and other changes on the corridor.  In order to make sure that these changes benefit those who currently live, work and play along the corridor, there is a community planning process called Oakland Sustainable Neighborhoods Initiative (OSNI).  A large number of groups have come together in this initiative, including ACCE, Causa Justa :: Just Cause, East Bay Asian Local Development Corporation, East Bay Asian Youth Center, East Bay Housing Organizations,  TRANSFORM, The City of Oakland and many others. To be a community leader in this process, we invite you to apply for the International Boulevard Community Planning Leaders Program.
WHAT IS THE COMMUNITY PLANNING LEADERS PROGRAM?
The Community Planning Leaders Program is designed to support people who live or work along International Boulevard to have the tools they need to effectively give input on the plan and participate in the planning process.  Causa Justa :: Just Cause is coordinating the Community Planning Leaders Program, developing the curriculum and supporting the participation of residents who are involved. The program is comprised of a combination of monthly trainings, workgroup meetings, and outside work to engage your community in the International Boulevard corridor development process. The training program is a year-long commitment starting in June 2013 and ending in May/June 2014.  Participants must commit to attending all monthly training sessions, at least one monthly OSNI workgroup meeting, and several hours of additional ‘homework’ or ‘fieldwork’ each month.  
In order to support full participation and compensate people for their work and time, participants will receive a monthly stipend of $120 to $150.  The exact amount will be set in advance at the beginning of the program and determined by the number of participants in the CPL Program. In addition to the stipend, light meals, interpretation and childcare may be provided for participants as needed.  
After graduating from the program, Community Leaders will continue to represent community voices in the OSNI process.
